Update to Model Rule Comparison to Rule 8.3, page 363
South Carolina adds paragraphs (a) and (e), neither of which are found in the Model Rules. 

South Carolina paragraph (c), the equivalent of Model Rule paragraph (b), inserts the words “honesty, trustworthiness, or” prior to “fitness.” The additional language is retained from the prior South Carolina Rule.  

South Carolina paragraph (d), the equivalent of Model Rule paragraph (c), omits the following language, which appears in the Model Rule at the end of the paragraph: “or information gained by a lawyer or judge while serving as a member of an approved lawyers assistance program to the extent that such information would be confidential if it were communicated subject to the attorney-client privilege.” 

The South Carolina comments contain paragraph references different from the Model Rules because of the additional paragraphs found in the South Carolina rule.

The final sentence of South Carolina comment [1] does not appear in the comments to the Model Rule.

The first sentence of South Carolina comment [5] does not appear in the comments to the Model Rule.
