Under Rule 7(a)(4), a lawyer may be disciplined for committing any crime defined as a “serious crime.”  In 2010, the South Carolina Supreme Court modified the definition of a serious crime in Rule 2 (aa) to clarify that any felony is a serious crime, as well as are certain other lesser crimes.
